Troy-Ann Scholarship Application
Purpose

The purpose of the Trinity High School Troy-Ann Scholarship is to recognize the accomplishments of senior Troy-Anns during their tenure on the team and to celebrate individual growth and contributions to the Trinity community and beyond.

Amount of Award

The amount of the award will be decided based on the amount of money in our scholarship fund and application scoring. For details refer to the Trinity Troy-Ann Bylaws.

Disbursement
Students will be notified of the scholarship that they have been awarded at the Troy-Ann Banquet. It is the responsibility of the Troy-Ann award recipient to submit a request for funds to the Troy-Ann treasurer along with their acceptance letter from their post-secondary school of choice. Funds will be sent directly to the college or trade school. The school should expect to receive your award check within 10 business days. 

If a student does not submit a request for funds with a letter of acceptance to a post-secondary school within one year, the money will be donated back to the Troy-Ann scholarship fund.

Eligibility Requirements

To be eligible for a scholarship, a Troy-Ann must have met the following minimum requirements:

· Minimum of one year participation as a Troy-Ann in good standing. "Good-standing" status is defined as a member that has not been on three-week demerit, grade and/or conduct suspension during the year.
· Minimum GPA of 3.2

· Complete application turned in on-time

· Attending post-secondary education including university, junior college, trade school, etc. within one year of graduation

Additional Information
The Troy-Ann Scholarship Selection Committee will be selected by the Director of the Troy-Anns. No family members of any Troy-Ann will be allowed to be on this committee. When possible, donors to the Troy-Ann Scholarship will be part of the selections committee. This committee should have a minimum of five independent members who independently review the applications. No committee member should have prior experience with any of the applicants, so that objectivity can be ensured.

Applications and a rubric judging the criteria above will be given by the director to each member of the selection committee. Each member of the selection committee will review the applications and return completed rubrics to the director. The director will use the amount of money that is available for scholarships and the scores from the judges to determine the amount of money each girl will receive based on the table in the Trinity Troy-Ann Booster Club bylaws.
